 

RULES AND FORMS OF ENTRANCE TEST
IN OMSK STATE TRANSPORT UNIVERSITY1  
1. According to the results of entrance tests conducted by Omsk State Transport University independently, the following categories of people are assumed1:
- with secondary (complete) general education received before January 1, 2009 - when applying for correspondents courses ;

- with secondary professional education – when admission for Bachelor’s programs and programs of suitable profile training;

- with secondary (complete) general education received in foreign educational institutions.
Entrance examinations are held in the form of written test (100 - point system of knowledge assessment for each subject) in accordance with state educational standards (complete) general education and adopted a list of entrance tests for each area of training (specialty)1. 

2. According to the results of entrance tests, the form and list of which is determined by the university itself, the following categories of citizens are admitted1:
- with secondary professional education - when receiving for training of profile short - order Bachelor’s program or short - order training programs of specialist, implemented at profile higher education level; 

- have higher professional education - when receiving for Bachelor’s training programs, specialist training programs or Master’s  programs;

- have higher professional education, confirmed by awarded qualification "licentiate" - when receiving for Master’s  training programs.

Schedule of entrance tests carried out by Omsk State Transport University independently, for listed categories of citizens, Master’s programs, for students with disabilities (subject, date, time and place of examination, consultation, date of results announcement), certification tests are confirmed by admissions tutor or Vice and communicated to applicants not later than June 20.
