RULES  OF  SUBINISSION  AND  CONSIDERATION  OF  APELLS

(Paragraph 18 of the Rules of admission to the Omsk State Transport University) 

As a result of entrance test conducted by the University itself, or certification tests an applicant is entitled to file the appeal commission a written statement of appeal of the violation, in his opinion, the established procedure for testing and (or) does not agree with the results.
With minor applicant (18 years) is entitled to attend one of the parents or legal representatives, except minors, recognized in accordance with the law fully operational until sovershennoletiya.

An appeal filed applicant in person the next day after the announcement of the estimates for the exam. When applying for an applicant must have a document proving his identity, and the question paper. This is coming right to review their examination papers. 
  Selection committee provides receiving appeals within the day. Consideration of appeals shall be held not later than the day after the day of familiarization with the examination papers. On appeal, the appellate decision is made on an evaluation of the exam, what is drawn appeal commission. The fact of acquaintance with the applicant's protocol solutions Appeals Commission certified personal signature of applicant. 
 Omsk State Transport University Appeals Board may not accept an appeal on the procedure and results of entrance examinations in the form and by materials of the USE.

Appeal is not accepted:
 – on the content and structure of the control measuring materials on general subjects; 
– on matters relating to the violation of  the requirements listed in paragraph 17 of the Rules of admission to the Omsk State Transport University.
