On approval of terms and a common timetable for the unified state examination, duration of each general subject and the list of additional devices and materials, use of which is allowed for a unified state examination of individual general subjects in 2010.
In accordance with the provisions of paragraphs 18-20 of the forms and modalities of the state (final) evaluation of students who have mastered the basic education programs for secondary (full) general education, approved by the Ministry of Education and Science of the Russian Federation dated November 28, 2008 № 362 (registered by the Ministry Justice of the Russian Federation of 13 January 2009, registration number 13065) (as amended by the Ministry of Education and Science of the Russian Federation on January 30, 2009 № 16 (registered by the Ministry of Justice of the Russian Federation March 20, 2009, registration number 13559)), and paragraphs 29, 30 and 39 of the Order of the unified state examination, approved by the Ministry of Education and Science of the Russian Federation on February 24, 2009 № 57 (registered by the Ministry of Justice of the Russian Federation March 26, 2009, registration number 13600), the following order:

1. To approve the following schedule of the unified state examination (hereinafter – EGE) in 2010:

1.1. for graduates of educational institutions in 2010, which in accordance with the Regulation on the forms and modalities of the state (final) certification of students who  have   mastered   the  basic  education  programs  (complete)  general  education,
entitled to an early passage of the state (final) certification:

April 20 (Tuesday) – Russian;

April 22 (Thursday) foreign languages (English, French, German, Spanish), literature, physics;
April 24 (Saturday) – Mathematics;

April 26 (Monday) – Computer Science and Information 
Communication Technology (ICT), biology, social studies;

April. 28 – (Wednesday) history, geography, chemistry;

April 30 (Friday) – for participants EGE not passed for good USE reasons for individual general subjects in deadlines;

1.2. for graduates of educational institutions in 2010, Graduates of past years, students of educational institutions primary and secondary vocational education, and well as those who have mastered the curriculum of the secondary (complete) general education Foreign educational establishments:

May 27 (Thursday), computer science and information and communication 
Technology (ICT), biology, literature;
May 31(Monday) – Russian;

June 4 (Friday) foreign languages (English, French, German, Spanish), Chemistry;

June 7 (Monday) – Mathematics; 
June 11 (Friday) – History, Physics; 
June 15 (Tuesday) – Social Studies, Geography; participants EGE not passed for valid reasons EGE on general subjects in a timely manner:
June 17 (Thursday) foreign languages (English, French, German, Spanish), social studies, biology, physics;

June 18 (Friday) – geography, chemistry, literature, history, computer science and information and communication technology (ICT); 
June 19 (Saturday) – Russian; 
June 21 (Monday) – Mathematics;
1.3. for graduates of previous years, graduates of educational of primary and secondary vocational Education in 2010, people learn the program (complete) general education in foreign educational institutions, had no opportunity to participate in the USE in the terms established in paragraph 1.2 of this order, as well as for participants EGE, rent EGE on valid reasons within the deadline set out in paragraphs 1.1 and 1.2 this order:

July 8 (Thursday) – Russian language, chemistry, computer science and information Communication Technology (ICT);

July 12 (Monday) – mathematics, literature, foreign languages (English, French, German, Spanish); 

July 15 (Thursday) – Social Studies, Geography, Physics;
July 17 (Saturday) – biology, history;
July 19 (Monday) – on all general subjects (for participants EGE not passed for valid reasons EGE-specific general subjects in a timely manner);

1.4. participants USE - graduates of the year, received at the state (final) certification in the form of EGE unsatisfactory result in the Russian language or mathematics:
June 19 (Saturday) – Russian;

June 21(Monday) – Mathematics; 
July 8 (Thursday) – Russian;

Jufy12 (Monday) – Mathematics;

July 19 (Monday) – Russian language, mathematics. 
2. Establish that: 

2.1. EGE on all general subjects in the Russian Federation begins at 10.00 local time; 

2.2. duration of EGE on mathematics, literature, computer science and Information and Communication Technology (ICT) is 4 hours (Minute 240), in physics, history, social studies -3,5 hours (210 minutes), by Russian language, biology, geography, chemistry, 3 hours (180 minutes), by foreign languages (English, French, German and Spanish) – 160 min.

2.3. at UGE it is allowed to use the following additional devices and materials: mathematics – line; physics rule and unprogrammed calculator; chemistry – unprogrammed calculator; Geography – ruler, protractor, calculator unprogrammed.

3. Send this order to the state registration in Ministry of Justice of the Russian Federation.
